a. Israel=a British colony known as 

Palestine

b. Many survivors moved to Israel, 

but Palestinians already 

there=home to 2 peoples

3. Israel independence: 1948, 

proclaimed a Jewish state

a. 2 million Jews migrated to Israel

st

war between the two

in 1948

a. =Palestinians lost

700,000 Arab refugees

b. Bitter Palestinians as Israel 

doubled its size

Organization*--

a. Led by Yasir Arafat, 

represented Palestinians

b. Goal: to regain Palestine for 

Palestinians (Muslims)

c. =terrorism: 1972 Olympic 

games in Munich

11 Israeli athletes killed

3. =series of wars 

ever since







4. Camp David Accords*  1979

a. Egypt & Israel signed a peace 

agreement



5. Intifada*: Palestinian uprising, 

= more terrorism by PLO

6. 1993 Peace Talks between PLO 

& Israel:

a. Ytizhak Rabin (Israeli Prime 

Minister) agreed to give 

Palestinians land in the 

Gaza Strip & Jericho, but 

not self-rule

b. Peace with Jordan also

refugees moved there in 1967

(ex. Tea, coffee, oil)

i. When that price goes   

down, so does entire 

economy

(democracy  v.   communism)
