Historical/Contemporary Muckraker Project

In small groups you will be creating a Newspaper about life in the Progressive era and a comparison to today. 

Your paper must contain:

1. Name of the Newspaper (city & title)  6pts
2. 4 Articles of news stories from the Progressive Era (2 paragraphs 4-5 sentences) 8pts each
3. 4 Articles that are current that relate specifically to the Progressive Era (2 paragraphs 4-5 sentences) 8pts each
4. One editorial (2 paragraphs 4-5 sentences) (opinion about a past or current problem) Extra credit will be given if you can connect a problem from the progressive era to a current issue today. 10pts 
5. Advertisement section (at least 5 products of the late 1800’s early 1900’s) 5pts
6. Obituary section (at least 5 famous people from chapter 4) 5pts
7. Crossword section (10 questions of vocabulary from chapter 4) 10pts
Extra Credit will also be given if there is a sports or entertainment article that compares/contrasts the sport or form of entertainment from the past to today.

Include a head-line for each article and/or section.   

News stories must answer the basic questions of who what where when why

Editorials ARE NOT LETTERS TO THE EDITOR. You must look at an issue and explain why it is a problem and offer a solution or opinion on that issue.

Points can be deducted for poor appearance of finished product and of course your participation will be factored in to YOUR final grade.
